In the opening event, which
starts at 6.35pm, Lui saddles Noble
One while Ng sends out Plentiful.

Noble One looks to have each-
way claims in the Class 5 1,000m
affair and may just help Lui draw
level with Ng.

Lui’s other runners are Running
Boy (Race 2), Matsu Victor (Race
3), Harold Win (Race 4), Joy Com-
ing (Race 5), Yellowfin and Univer-
sal Horizon (Race 6), newcomer
Do Your Part (Race 8) and Hame-
ron (Race 9).

Of these, Matsu Victor, Harold
Win (last-start third), Yellowfin

Bransom may be stepping up in
class, but the connections of the
flashy gelding are confident he will
be up to the task in the $70,000
Class 3 race over 1,000m on July 13.

The son of Brazen Beau was im-
pressive when he won his last start
in Class 4 over the same trip on
June 1 and, while he has yet to win
above that company, the four-year-
old gelding did run third in a Class
2 race (1,100m) in December, 2023.

Although the highlight of the 10-
race meeting on July 13 has attract-
ed nine quality nominations, in-
cluding another last-start winner,
Ejaz, and Polytrack specialist Illus-
trious, Bransom looks well weight-
ed with 56kg.

Trainer James Peters thinks the
strong field will be a good test to
see how far his Polytrack sprinter
can go.

“I haven’t had him for long,” said
Peters of Bransom, who was under
the care of ex-Kranji trainer Ste-
phen Gray in his first 13 starts.
“Though his two starts for me were
in Class 4, I saw that he placed in
Class 2 company for Stephen.

“So we know he can measure up
at this level and seems to go very
well on the Polytrack (four out of
his five wins were on the all-weath-
er surface), but this Class 3 field
looks to be a strong one.

“Pacific Vampire looks good, Il-
lustrious is a Polytrack and trip

specialist and General Command is
dropping back to Class 3.

“But, given the speed in the race,
it should give us the opportunity to
take a sit and see how we go when
it gets serious late.”

The steering job will be handed
to jockey Marc Lerner after Bran-
som’s regular partner Bruno Quei-
roz incurred the wrath of the stew-
ards for careless riding after his
win on Windfall on July 7.

“Hopefully, we draw a nice gate
and Marc can get some cover,” said
the English conditioner.

“I thought his (Bransom) win last
start was good, especially after he
had issues at his first start for me
(irregular heart rhythm after run-
ning last in a Class 4 race over
1,000m on May 4).

“But, touch wood, he has shown
no signs of any problems since. Af-
ter pretty quick fractions early, I
was impressed with how he hit the
line at his last start. He also pulled
up really well.

“We picked this race out as it
suited but, since it was going to be
six weeks between runs, we gave
him a couple of quiet weeks.

“Then, we ramped it up and gave
him an easy barrier trial (third to
Illustrious on July 4) to get him
ready. The owners (Bransom,
Team Cheval and Goldenhill Sta-
ble) have been patient. Hopefully,
they get some reward on July 13.”

A pleasing workout on July 9,
when Lerner took him out for a
piece of fast work, indicated all is
well with Bransom. He showed
good action when breezing over
600m in 42.4sec.

Of his nine other runners on July
13, Peters thought to keep it simple
for Last Supper in order to see the
three-year-old win again.

“Not changing anything with
him (Last Supper),” he explained,

after the son of Grunt won at his
first Polytrack test in a Class 4 Divi-
sion 2 1,100m race on June 16.

“Jockey Daniel Moor stays on...
we’re keeping things simple with
him.”

The ding-dong battle for the Hong
Kong trainers’ championship con-
tinues, after Francis Lui narrowed
Pierre Ng’s lead to one – 67 to 66 –
with only two race meetings left.

With the title resting on a knife’s
edge after 86 of 88 meetings, Lui
made a crucial gain with King
Miles’ strike in the Class 3 Chow
Silver Plate Handicap (1,400m) at
Sha Tin on July 7.

With only 20 races left in the sea-
son, the battle seems likely to con-
tinue until the season finale at Sha
Tin racecourse on July 14.

In the penultimate meeting on
July 10, the final day of action at

Happy Valley, the 65-year-old Lui
has entered nine horses, one more
than Ng, in the nine-race card.

Lui has no runner in Race 7 but
will be represented by two gallop-
ers in Race 6.

The 40-year-old Ng, on the other
hand, is not represented in Race 2
and Race 5 but has entered two
runners in Race 8.

In the opening event, which
starts at 6.35pm, Lui saddles Noble
One while Ng sends out Plentiful.

Noble One looks to have each-
way claims in the Class 5 1,000m
affair and may just help Lui draw
level with Ng.

Lui’s other runners are Running
Boy (Race 2), Matsu Victor (Race
3), Harold Win (Race 4), Joy Com-
ing (Race 5), Yellowfin and Univer-
sal Horizon (Race 6), newcomer
Do Your Part (Race 8) and Hame-
ron (Race 9).

Of these, Matsu Victor, Harold
Win (last-start third), Yellowfin
(last-start second) and Hameron
(last-start third) have fair claims in
their respective assignments.

Ng will also be represented by
Winning Steps (Race 3), Yoda’s
Choice (Race 4), Turin Mascot
(Race 6), Bulb Emperor (Race 7),
Ka Ying Cheer and newcomer Mo-

toman (Race 8) as well as Supreme
Agility in the final event.

The ones who may help Ng’s
cause are Winning Steps, Yoda’s
Choice, Turin Mascot, Ka Ying
Cheer and Supreme Agility.

Winning Steps and Ka Ying
Cheer, who both found one to beat
at their last outings, deserve to go
one better. 

As well, the unofficial Happy Val-
ley trainers’ championship is shap-
ing to be a thriller going into the fi-
nal day of racing at the city track –
with Danny Shum leading by one
win (32-31) from Caspar Fownes.

Bransom may be stepping up in
class, but the connections of the
flashy gelding are confident he will
be up to the task in the $70,000
Class 3 race over 1,000m on July 13.

The son of Brazen Beau was im-
pressive when he won his last start
in Class 4 over the same trip on
June 1 and, while he has yet to win
above that company, the four-year-
old gelding did run third in a Class
2 race (1,100m) in December, 2023.

Although the highlight of the 10-
race meeting on July 13 has attract-
ed nine quality nominations, in-
cluding another last-start winner,
Ejaz, and Polytrack specialist Illus-
trious, Bransom looks well weight-
ed with 56kg.

Trainer James Peters thinks the
strong field will be a good test to
see how far his Polytrack sprinter
can go.

“I haven’t had him for long,” said
Peters of Bransom, who was under
the care of ex-Kranji trainer Ste-
phen Gray in his first 13 starts.
“Though his two starts for me were
in Class 4, I saw that he placed in
Class 2 company for Stephen.

“So we know he can measure up
at this level and seems to go very
well on the Polytrack (four out of
his five wins were on the all-weath-
er surface), but this Class 3 field
looks to be a strong one.

“Pacific Vampire looks good, Il-
lustrious is a Polytrack and trip

specialist and General Command is
dropping back to Class 3.

“But, given the speed in the race,
it should give us the opportunity to
take a sit and see how we go when
it gets serious late.”

The steering job will be handed
to jockey Marc Lerner after Bran-
som’s regular partner Bruno Quei-
roz incurred the wrath of the stew-
ards for careless riding after his
win on Windfall on July 7.

“Hopefully, we draw a nice gate
and Marc can get some cover,” said
the English conditioner.

“I thought his (Bransom) win last
start was good, especially after he
had issues at his first start for me
(irregular heart rhythm after run-
ning last in a Class 4 race over
1,000m on May 4).

“But, touch wood, he has shown
no signs of any problems since. Af-
ter pretty quick fractions early, I
was impressed with how he hit the
line at his last start. He also pulled
up really well.

“We picked this race out as it
suited but, since it was going to be
six weeks between runs, we gave
him a couple of quiet weeks.

“Then, we ramped it up and gave
him an easy barrier trial (third to
Illustrious on July 4) to get him
ready. The owners (Bransom,
Team Cheval and Goldenhill Sta-
ble) have been patient. Hopefully,
they get some reward on July 13.”

A pleasing workout on July 9,
when Lerner took him out for a
piece of fast work, indicated all is
well with Bransom. He showed
good action when breezing over
600m in 42.4sec.

Of his nine other runners on July
13, Peters thought to keep it simple
for Last Supper in order to see the
three-year-old win again.

“Not changing anything with
him (Last Supper),” he explained,

after the son of Grunt won at his
first Polytrack test in a Class 4 Divi-
sion 2 1,100m race on June 16.

“Jockey Daniel Moor stays on...
we’re keeping things simple with
him.”
